A minimum of 24 hours’ notice must be given to Pilbara Ports for cranes and hoists to be inspected prior to being registered with Pilbara Ports. Requests for inspection can be made by contacting authorised personnel at the relevant site. Unregistered or unannounced cranes that arrive at the Security Gatehouse may be refused access to the port facility.
