o Recognises the interplay between physical and psychological wellbeing and integrates its
approach to achieve positive outcomes.

o Consults with workers and encourages participation in the development and continuous
improvement of the work health and safety management system.

o Actively identifies hazards and applies the hierarchy of controls and demonstrates
excellence when managing risk.

) Demonstrates commitment to safety through compliance with all relevant legislation,
standards, codes of practice, and ISO 45001 Occupational Health and Safety Management
Systems.

o Undertakes pre-employment medical assessments for employees as part of the recruitment
process.

o Requires all workers to be fit for duty and present for drug and alcohol testing when
requested.

o Builds worker capacity and capability by providing information, instruction, training and
supervision.

o Strives for excellence by regularly engaging with workers, stakeholders and the community
to continuously improve our safety culture and performance.
